Athletic Director’s Report – None 
Faculty Representatives – Myra Walker spoke on the early literacy program which see oversees (12 students this year), and this year’s test scores indicated growth for all students.  There have been some complaints with reporting reading data to parents.  A Parent Report has always been sent home after testing (3 times a year), an additional report will be added next year called the Individual Score Summary.  It was recommended that a copy of scores be placed in the student folder to be discussed at the first parent/teacher conference.  At meet your teacher night, Mrs. Walker will meet with kindergarten parents to discuss the test and how to analyze the results.  The first round of grade assessment will be given during the 2nd week of school.
 Principal’s Report –  
· Mrs. Breunig and Mrs. Karen Spalding met with All-Tech immediately following the end of the school year on funding and developing a science lab for St. Dominic.  Last year’s 6th and 7th grade classrooms will be combined to house the science lab, which would continue to serve as the seventh grade homeroom.  The sixth grade has already moved to the old computer lab/music room.  St. Dominic will need to get the building structurally ready – water, electric, heat/air, etc.  All-Tech will be providing a state of the art science lab ranging in value of $100,000 to $200,000.  They have done this project at other schools including St. Leo, Sts. Peter and Paul, and Good Shepherd.  
· Smart Boards have been purchases for K, 3rd , 4th, 5th, 6th, 7th, and Media Center with CEF funds (5 Smart Boards with desk top computer stations) and Title II funds (2 Smart Boards and PD for smart board use).
· School website is currently being updated to include important documents – handbooks, calendars, etc.
· ACRE Test scores were submitted and discussed.  These scores were excellent.
· Terra Nova scores were also shared and discussed.  
Finance Committee Report –
· School budget has been presented to the parish finance committee, the format of the document was changed from our first reading, and it was presented for the second reading.  (First, Curtis Hamilton, Second Tina Borders.
· Brandon Wilson recommended the board instate a policy requiring three bids if purchase price is greater than a set amount.  The school was discussed the amount a $500.00.

· PTO Budget was presented by Brandon Wilson.
